Our priority is for you to deliver fae®-face, highquality education to all pupils. The evidence is clear
that being out of education causes significant harm to educational attainment, life chances, mental
and physical health.

We have worked closely with the Department of Health and Social Care (DHSC) and Public Health
England (PHE) to revise this guidance.

Tracing close contacts and isolation

Settings only needed to do contact tracing up to and includingul® Close contacts will now be
identified viaNHSTest and Trace and education settings will no longer be expected to undertake
contact tracing.

As with positive cases in any other settifNdiSTest and Trace will work with the positive case and/or
their parent to identify close contacts. Contacts from a school setting will only be traddéi8Vest

and Trace where the positive case and/or their parent specifically identifies the individual as being a
close contact. This is likely to be a small numddandividuals who would be most at risk of

contracting COVHR9 due to the nature of the close contact. You may be contacted in exceptional
cases to help with identifying close contacts, as currently happens in managing other infectious
diseases.

Individuals are not required to sel$olate if they live in the same household as someone with GOVID
19, or are a close contact of someone with COIADand any of the following apply:

1 they are fully vaccinated

1 they are below the age of 18 years and 6 months

1 they have taken part in or are currently part of an approved C&¥9Iaccine trial

1 they are not able to get vaccinated for medical reasons

Instead, they will be contacted byHSTest and Trace, informed they have been in close contact with a
positive cae and advised to take RCRest. We would encourage all individuals to takP@Rest if
advised to do so.

Staff who do not need to isolate, and children and young people aged under 18 years lsmdrat
usually attend school, and have been identified as a close contact, should continue to attend school a
normal.
